All responses agreed / strongly agreed with only 1 who felt they strongly disagreed - 99% agree / strongly agree
My child feels safe at school

1 response strongly disagreed while 99% agree / strongly agree
My child is making good progress at school

100% agree/ strongly agree
My child is well looked after at school

97% agree / strongly agree, 1 response lay between agree and disagree and 1 further disagreed
My child is taught well at this school

100% agree / strongly agree
The school makes sure pupils are well behaved

1 response disagreed with 4% unable to comment, most unable to comment also highlighted it was this response as they had never had any issues themselves. 95% agree / strongly agree.
The school deals effectively with bullying 

1 response strongly disagreed, 47% unable to comment, here comments said that they are not aware of any bullying or their child had never been affected by bullying. 51% agree / strongly agree.

The school is well led and managed
1 response unable to comment. 99% agree / strongly agree.
The school responds well to any concerns I raise

10% unable to comment with the most saying they never had to raise a concern.  1 response disagreed with 89% agree / strongly agree.

	After school clubs to be offered all year to all pupils. More after school clubs /possibly Kids University
	School will continue to review after school clubs to try our best to offer a diverse range of opportunities. School has also begun enquiries about cost and availability of Children’s University

	Better outdoor play (new school) / outdoor equipment i.e climbing frames
	Unfortunately, with the building works school has been unable to enhance our outdoor landscaping and will not be able to until after we move and the two current buildings have been demolished. School is liaising with the builders to ensure that our OPAL ethos is fully seen in the final plans.

	More outdoor lessons when the weather is fit
	Again, when the new build is open and the outdoor areas better landscaped this will be a priority that we can make happen here at school.

	If child hurts themselves in a minor way good to have info in planner / told at pick up
	Staff are aware of when first aid forms must be completed, when phone calls need to be made and when parents / carers must be updated at the end of the day

	Would be good to have more regular feedback re progress  - either more parents evenings or updates in planners
	Parents’ Evenings are held each term with an annual report sent each Summer Term 2, school will research alternative ways that could share further information with parents and carers about progress in the alternate half terms when there is not a parents evening

	Languages being taught in class
	French is taught from Y3 upwards in line with the National Curriculum, school uses the Primary Languages Network. In Key Stage One some French words and phrases are taught to prepare the children for Key Stage Two

	Termly trips and outings (parents to pay)
Y6 trip to go back to Kingswood

Author / poets visits
	Unfortunately, with the very high costs of Kingswood and a cost of living crisis we took the decision to support parents and carers to try to reduce these costs, this will be reviewed on an annual basis and we may look to moving the Y6 residential to an earlier time in the year when costs are lower.
School will continue to source a variety of trips and visitors to school and be mindful of costs to parents, especially with the ever increasing transport costs.

	Class Dojo for communication
More sharing of recognition and celebrations in school like FS2 weekly focus
	School is currently looking in Class Dojo to use this as a communication tool for families alongside other celebratory events

	More performing arts so children not as nervous i.e. at Christmas
	Speaking and listening is an area that school will have as a priority area moving forwards to support children with oracy and to underpin their written work.

	More sports and school to be involved in regional school events
	The school timetable provides for 2 hours of PE each week and sports clubs are available after school. School attends many sporting activities throughout the year and holds Silver Sports mark.

	Greater presence of diversity displayed around the school
	The Governing Body are currently completing a diversity and inclusion audit and from here school will be able to support our pupils further

	Continuous mental health / resilience offer
	School has a nurture support lead and a school councillor in place currently, we continue to support all pupils emotionally and staff training on a therapeutic approach has been wide ranging this academic year.
