	KS1 YEAR 1 RE What do people say about God?
	

	Beliefs and Values
- Know that Christians refer to God as ‘Father’ and talk about why Christians might compare God to a loving parent

- Know a simple version of the nativity story and talk about how different characters welcome the baby Jesus

- Talk about why Christians would say that Jesus is a special baby.

- Know that Muslims believe in one God (Allah) who created the world and  talk about why Muslims might value the natural world

- Give an example of a key belief (ie. that Jews believe in one God) and/or a religious story (the story of Noah and/or Abraham)

- Give an example of a core value or commitment (trusting that God will keep his promise)

- Know that Hindus believe in one God in many forms and that God is present in all living things

- Suggest what Hindus might learn about God from the story of the blind men and the elephant

-Know that some Christians welcome babies into the God’s family (the Church) and talk about what it means to belong to that family
	Living Religious Traditions
- Talk about how and why Christians might want to talk to God

- Suggest symbolic meanings of rituals and items used in Christian prayer

- Identify religious aspects of Christmas celebrations and talk about why Christmas is a special time for Christians

- Know that Islam teaches that humans should be caretakers (stewards/Khalifahs) of the planet and show respect to the natural world

- Use some religious words and phrases to recognise and name features of religious traditions (eg. Sukkot, festival)

- Talk about the way that religious beliefs might influence the way a person behaves (eg. like Noah and Abraham, Jewish people should trust that God keeps his promises)

- Talk about how and why Hindus might use statues and images (murtis) in their worship and suggest meanings expressed in the images used

- Identify features of baptism – eg. the font, candles, godparents and  talk about why parents might want to have their child baptised


	Search for Personal Meaning
- Reflect on their own role within the family

- Discuss who they can talk to when they are happy/sad/worried
Talk about their own beginnings and how they were welcomed into the family – reflecting on who has helped them.
- Reflect on how they treat the natural world – and if they have a duty to look after it

- Ask questions (about the importance of trust & who they can trust/rely on in their lives)

- Reflect on how others might see them 

- Talk about the different roles that they might have (friend, child, brother/sister etc.)
- Talk about their own identity as part of a family and part of the school community

	Shared Human Experience
- Talk about the importance of love in families and ways they are cared and supported by their families

- Consider how and why babies might be special – and why they need love and care and why we should look after those who cannot help themselves

- Talk about their own experiences and feelings about the natural world and what they have noticed about the way that humans treat it

- Notice and show curiosity about people and how they live their lives (finding out about Jewish festivals – thinking about the fact that people celebrate different celebrations in very different ways – eg. Sukkot)

- Talk about the different ways that people can be seen and described / multiple roles
- Talk about what it means to belong to a family

- Talk about the role of families in raising children

	SMSC

Social - considering how religious and other beliefs lead to particular actions and concerns (e.g. humans as caretakers) 

considering ways in which religion can contribute to the community cohesion or to the common good. 

creating conversations around families and caring relationships: that families are important for children growing up because they can give love, security and stability. 

stable, caring relationships, which may be of different types, are at the heart of happy families, and are important for children’s security as they grow up.
	British Values

Tolerance is a continual focus throughout the year as we consider a range of different religions and understanding their practices and beliefs. 
Respect is taught through the notion that Muslims show respect to God when caring for the world 
Individual liberty - through the choices that religious people have to make and how they have the freedom in their life and in their religion to make those decisions 
	School Values

Resilience is taught by exploring the work of religious people around the world who look after the planet (Islam) 

Responsibility is taught through the way that followers of religion hold their responsibilities to God and the world e.g. the responsibility to look after the planet. 
Honesty is taught through the idea of families and prayer within different religions e.g. how families are honest with one another. 
Caring and kind is taught through the idea of loving parents and how they are compassionate and forgiving (Christianity)

	KS1 YEAR 2 RE How do we respond to things that really matter?
	

	Beliefs and Values

-Retell the Genesis 1 story of Creation  and suggest why Christians think it is important to look after the world 

- Suggest what Christians might mean calling Jesus 'the Light of the world' - talking about other titles given to Jesus

- Know that Hindus believe in Brahman who can be worshipped in many forms - who have different qualities

- Suggest why Hindus might believe that is it important to show devotion to the deities

- Suggest why Muslims believe it is important to respect God - and talk about ways they show this
-  Suggest beliefs and values that might unite the Christian community

-  Retell the story of Moses and the Ten Commandments - and suggest ways this could influence the life of a believer

-  Know some of the commandments e.g. Keep the Sabbath Day holy, respect your mother and father
	Living Religious Traditions
- Describe how and why Christians thank God for creation at Harvest Festivals

- Talk about the different ways Christians celebrate Christmas and how light is important during these celebrations

- Know that Hindus worship at a Mandir/home shrine - and describe some items used e.g. puja tray

- Describe the rituals of Islamic prayer, including wudhu, use of a prayer mat and praying on a regular basis

-  Identify symbols used in Christian worship and talk about how and why they are used

-  Identify and describe features of a church

-  Know about the tradition of a Friday night Jewish dinner

-  Talk about what the Sabbath means to a Jewish person and how they can influence them



	Search for Personal Meaning
- Ask questions about what they can do to show that they care about the world
- Ask questions about the people who provide comfort, security and hope for them

- Suggest ways in which they might be a light for others
- Reflect on who is special to them and how they can show they are grateful in words and actions

-  Talk about the things they do on a regular basis as a sign of commitment and belonging
-  Ask thoughtful questions about signs and symbols 

-  Talk about the communities that they belong to and how they show their commitment to these communities
-  Talk about the special relationships they have and give examples of how they spend quality time with these people
	Shared Human Experience

- Identify ways in humans use (and abuse) the natural world and how caring about the planet should influence our behaviour

- Talk about the importance of light and why it is an important symbol

- Talk about ways that people are special and how we can show gratitude to others

- Talk about the ways that shared rituals can unite communities e.g. Ummah - Islamic community united by prayer
-  Talk about school values and how the school logo might unite the school community 

-  Suggest how and why it is important to make time for people who really matter in our lives
